CANCELLED

Rural Health Care Equity Program.

The $14.6 million General Fund reduction reflects
the elimination of the Rural Health Care Equity
Program effective August 1, 2009.

This program provided a payment to employees who live in rural areas to cover
higher health care cost due to the lack of managed care providers in many rural
areas of the state. The payments averaged $125 per employee per month.

Medical

In many counties in California, there is no access
to an HMO. The only medical programs available to
you are PPO health plans.

What counties are considered rural?

All, or a portion, of zip codes in the following
counties are rural subsidy: Alpine, Amador,
Calaveras, Del Norte, El Dorado, Inyo, Lake, Lassen,
Modoc, Mono, Monterey, Nevada, Placer, Plumas,
San Benito, San Bernardino, Shasta, Siskiyou, Sutter,
Tehama, Trinity, Tuolumne, and Yuba.

Our staff
will help you understand your dental benefit and
help you maximize your benefit dollar.

Unlike Western Dental, where you are assigned a
provider, you may go to any dentist for your dental
needs with the CCPOA Primary Dental. Receive
additional discounts when using a First Dental
Health provider.
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
