




















INTERESTED IN RUNNING

FOR A CCPOA OFFICE WITHIN YOUR LOCAL CHAPTER?
IF SO, THE FOLLOWING SOP RULES AND PROCEDURES APPLY:

e Every CCPOA member in good standing has the right to vote and hold office. However, only rank and
file members may hold the office of rank and file vice president, and only supervisory members may hold
the office of supervisory vice president.

e Members interested in running for a chapter office must complete a NOTICE OF INTENT TO RUN
form, which can be found in at least two Peacekeeper issues preceding the elections. A list of the chapters
holding elections at that time is shown on the form.

e NOTICES OF INTENT must be mailed to the CCPOA state secretary at CCPOA’s headquarters office
in West Sacramento, and must be postmarked by September 11 in order to be included on the official
chapter ballots. If a member who wishes to run for office misses the September 11 deadline, they may run
as a write-in candidate.

« Once the forms have been received, the state secretary and the Association’s Credentials Committee meet
between September 15 and September 30 to review the forms to ensure each member is eligible to run for
office. Once candidate eligibility is verified, ballots are then generated for each chapter.

« On or before October 1, the state secretary sends a list of all candidates who have been verified as eligible
by the Credentials Committee to the particular current chapter presidents for mandatory posting on
chapter bulletin boards. CCPOA headquarters must be notified by October 15 of any changes to be made
on sample ballots.

e On or about November 1, the actual ballots are mailed to the address of record of every member as shown
on the official chapter membership roster that is held by CCPOA headquarters.

e The individual chapter ballots for rank and file members shall include all candidates for the offices of
president, rank and file vice president, and local board of directors; and the ballots for supervisory mem-
bers shall include all candidates for the offices of president, supervisory vice president, and local board of
directors.

« If a member has not received a ballot by November 10, they should immediately contact CCPOA head-
quarters in West Sacramento and request a ballot. Extra ballots cannot be sent to candidates who wish to
hand them out to members who have not received a ballot.

e Once a member receives and completes the ballot, it should be placed inside the secrecy envelope that
accompanies the ballot. The secrecy envelope containing the ballot should then be placed inside the busi-
ness reply envelope and mailed to CCPOA headquarters. Ballots must be postmarked by November
30 to be considered valid.

« In order for the ballot to be verified as complete, voting members must print their names, sign their names,
and include at least the last four digits of their social security numbers in the upper left hand corner of the
business reply envelope. If this information is not complete, the ballot will be disqualified.

e On or about December 10, the Credentials Committee meets to verify and count the ballots. The Com-
mittee will notify each involved chapter president as soon as chapter results have been confirmed. The
Committee is required to make public the results of the elections by December 15. All elected officers
begin their terms on the following January 1.

YOUTH CORRECTIONAL FACILITY

Jan. 5, 2006 -- A gang-related riot involving 47 wards occurred on
Los Osos West Cottage. Chemical agents were used to gain control.
All wards were secured and separated.

FOLSOM STATE PRISON

Dec. 26, 2005 -- A Southern Hispanic inmate was attacked by
three other Southern Hispanic inmates as they were released for
dinner. The inmates were observed striking the victim in his upper
body with their fists, and ignored orders to cease. Responding staff
sprayed the combatants with pepper spray; one inmate complied
with orders to get down, one refused, continuing instead to strike
the victim about the head and ribs. A 40mm direct impact round
and expandable baton stopped the incident, and when the injured
inmate was removed for transport to an outside hospital, a stabbing
weapon was found under his body.

HEMAN G. STARK
YOUTH CORRECTIONAL FACILITY

Nov. 27, 2005 -- A youth correctional officer was forcefully pushed
and hit in the face by a ward as the ward was attempting to attack
another ward.

Dec. 1, 2005 -- A ward gassed a youth correctional counselor with
an unknown substance. The counselor was treated at the facility’s
medical clinic before being transported to an outside medical facility
for further treatment.

IRONWOOD STATE PRISON

Nov. 21,2005 -- Approximately 17 Hispanic inmateswere involved in
three simultaneousand separate physical altercations on the Facility D
main yard. A Code 3 alarm was announced and staff responded with
OC pepper spray, CS scat rounds, side-handle batons, and 40mm
direct impact rounds to stop the incidents. Six inmates sustained
superficial stab/slash-type wounds; one inmate sustained severe stab
wounds and was transported to an outside facility. Approximately
two hours later, two inmates committed battery on another inmate
in the gym housing, which officials believed was a continuation of
the previous incidents that happened on the main yard. Seventeen
inmates were placed in Ad Seg.
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ASSAULTS AND INCIDENTS

KERN VALLEY STATE PRISON

Nov. 22, 2005 -- When an inmate was ordered to empty the cof-
fee from his cup when exiting the chow hall, he became resistive
to staff and pepper spray was utilized to bring him under control.
While being escorted to medical for decontamination, the inmate
committed battery on a peace officer when he spat at him, striking
the officer in the eyes.

Nov. 24, 2005 -- As an officer was escorting one inmate out of the
dining hall, another inmate came up behind him and struck the
officer on the back with a broom handle. Another officer injured
his knee during the incident; both officers were transported to an
outside medical facility.

NORTH KERN STATE PRISON

Nov. 22,2005 -- Aninmate became hostile when he was removed from
his cell for a cell search. While being escorted to Facility B program
office, the inmate struck an officer with his hand on the chest. He also
tried unsuccessfully to head-butt the officer. The inmate was placed
on the ground to be controlled, and was rehoused in Ad Seg.

O.H. CLOSE YOUTH CORRECTIONAL FACILITY

Jan4, 2006 -- A gang-related riot involving 12 wards occurred during
a class change, and Cap Stun Z505 was used to gain control.

PELICAN BAY STATE PRISON

Dec. 3, 2005 -- As an officer was removing an inmate from a hold-
ing cell, the inmate, without provocation, kicked the officer in the
groin. The officer used physical force to stop the attack by forcing
the inmate to the floor. The officer was referred to an outside medical
facility for treatment; the inmate was rehoused in Ad Seg.

PRESTON YOUTH CORRECTIONAL FACILITY

Dec. 5, 2005 -- A youth correctional counselor was punched in the
chest by a ward after the officer stopped to talk with him. The ward
ran off after striking the officer, but pursuing staff quickly caught up
with the ward, and placed him in temporary detention.

Jan 5, 2006 -- A gang-related riot occurred involving 27 wards

outside the boys’ dining room. Chemical agents were used to gain
control of the incident.
